DIRECTIONS:

From Washington DC:
New Hampshire Avenue (650 
North)
Right at light on 193 East 
(University Blvd)
At 6th light, cross Adelphi Rd. 
Turn right into the parking 
garage

From Montgomery County 
and Points West:
Capital Beltway (I-495)
Take New Hampshire Avenue/
Takoma Park (650 South)
At 2nd light, make a left on 
Adelphi Road
At 3rd light, make a left on 
University Boulevard
Turn right into our parking 
garage

From PG County, Annapolis 
and Points East:
Capital Beltway (I-495, I-95 to 
College Park
Take US 1 South (Exit 25)
Proceed approximately 1 mile 
south on US 1
Turn right on 193 West 
(University Blvd)
At 3rd traffic light at Adelphi 
Road, make a U-turn
Take first right into our parking 
garage

From Baltimore:
I-95 South to Capital Beltway 
(I-495) to College Park 
Take US 1 South (Exit 25)
Proceed approximately 1 mile 
south on US 1
Turn right on 193 West 

Metro:
From Prince Georges Plaza 
Metro Station, take F8 Bus 
towards Langley Park to Adel-
phi Rd & Tulane Dr. Walk .13 
mile North to 3501 University 
Blvd E. About a 7 minute ride. 
Buses on Sundays run every 
hour starting at 8:53 AM.  Last 
returning bus to Prince Georg-
es Plaza Metro Station is at 
6:02 PM. Check with Metro for 
updates on the bus routes and 
schedules.

Walking from Metro:
From Prince George’s Plaza 
Metro Stop (Green Line)
East on East West Hwy (MD-
410 E) toward Belcrest Rd. 
(0.0 miles)
Turn LEFT on Belcrest Rd. 
(0.59 miles)
Turn LEFT on Adelphi Rd. 
(0.85 miles)
Turn LEFT on to University 
Blvd. E. to 3501 University 
Blvd. E.
Total Distance: 1.51 miles

FREE OUTDOOR PARKING
There is a free parking lot right 
behind the Conference Center. 
You access it off Adelphi Rd. If 
you are coming up University 
Blvd., veer right on to Adel-
phi Rd.. then veer left on to 
Campus Dr. and take a left on 
Presidential. If you are coming 
in from the Beltway on Adelphi, 
go past University and go left 
on Campus, then left on Presi-
dential.. There is a large lot on 
the right that is free on Sun-
days! You can enter the Expo 
from the large veranda facing 
the parking lot.
(Please note: This free parking 
opportunity was available at 
the time we went to press. We 
can not guarantee that it will 
be available on the day of the 
Expo)
